


What is Included? 
 
1 x Tankmasta 5000l poly tank in green/ sand/ red/ beige/ blue 
( www.tankmasta.com.au ) 
  
1 x pump cover in matching color 
 
1 x Davey Silver series SJ35-04PC

1  X tap for garden hose from pump on outside wall with in 1 M of Pump 

1 X 10cm Crushed rock base 

1 X Labour and material for the connection to a down pipe that is no more than 2 M from the tank 
and the connected of the overflow back to the down pipe.                       
  
1  X Labour and Materials for the GPO on outside wall for pump and connection to power with in 3 
M of power pick up. 
 
Labour and material for Either  
a) Connection to Toilet with in 3 M direct line including second stop cock and second inlet valve 
with manual change from potable water to tank water. 
Or 
 b) Connection to third tap in laundry with in 3 M direct line including a 3 way valve connection 
between the potable water cold tap and the tank water tap. 
 
Standard conditions are: 

1) There must sufficient access to carry the tank from the road side to the designated location. 
That is a Minimum of 1810 cm clearance. 

2) The designated area for the tank must be a flat level site with no paving, garden beds, 
plants or trees hindering the site and with no excavation required.  

3) The designated area must be with in 2 M of a down pipe. 
4) The down pipe leads to approved storm water discharge point. 
5) The fuse box in the house has the required circuit breaker installed and a suitable pick up 

point for the power is with in 3 M of the GPO position. 
6) The Toilet or Laundry must be with in 3 M of the pump location and access either under 

floor, through wall or through ceiling and down wall must be available. In some installs the 
pipe may need to be exposed on the exterior and interior wall if access is not available in 
the wall, floor or ceiling cavity.  

 

REBATES 
This Promotion is available with in the Brisbane City Council area where a $2,650 rebate applies. If 
you live outside of the Brisbane City Council Area please contact us and we can advise you of the 
rebates applicable to you. 
 
You will need to claim the $1,500 from the Queensland State Government WaterWise Rebate 
Scheme. Below is an extract from their webpage. 

Changes to the rebate for rainwater tanks 

On 1 February 2008 the rebate for rainwater tanks increased to $1,500 and will only be available for 

rainwater tanks 3,000 litres or bigger which are internally plumbed to either a laundry cold water tap or 

toilet suite. 

The $1,000 rebate will still apply to rainwater tanks which were ordered on or before 31 January 2008 and 

are installed on or before 31 March 2008 regardless of whether they are plumbed internally or not.

You will need to claim the $1,150 from the Brisbane City Council Rebate Scheme. Below is an 
extract from their webpage. 

 
 

Available rebates 2007/08  

To be eligible to apply for a Council rainwater tank rebate under the 2007/08 financial year scheme, 

rainwater tanks must be purchased and installed between 1 July 2007 and 30 June 2008 and the internal 

plumbing connection (toilet and/or cold water washing machine tap) must be completed by 30 June 2008. 

Internal connections plumbed from an existing tank must also be completed between 1 July 2007 and 30 
June 2008. The rebate application must be lodged by 30 September 2008.  

Rebate amounts 

Only one rainwater tank rebate applies to each residential property, regardless of change of ownership. If 

your rainwater tank, accessories and installation costs are less than the rebate amount, you will only 
receive the amount you spent.  

If you are eligible, the following rebates apply: 

Residential rainwater tank and internal connection rebate 

 $900 - rainwater tank/s volume equal to or more than 3,000 litres up to 4,999 litres and is 

plumbed into the house for internal use  

 $1,150 - rainwater tank/s volume equal to or more than 5,000 litres and is plumbed into the house 

for internal use 

Pensioners are eligible for an additional rebate of $100. 

Internal connection only rebate 

 $400 - for residents who plumb in their existing rainwater tank/s, where the tank was installed or 

purchased prior to 1 July 2007 and is equal to or greater than 3,000 litres. The receipt for internal 
plumbing connection must be dated 1 July 2007 to 30 June 2008 

Pensioners are eligible for an additional rebate of $100. 

Body corporate/community title scheme rebate 

 $1,000 - rainwater tank/s volume equal to or more than 10,000 litres 

There is no requirement for body corporate or community title schemes to have an internal connection, as 

the tank is for outdoor use in a common area.

Queensland Government rebate 

In addition to Council's rebate, the Queensland Government will pay up to an additional $1000. But both 
rebates must not be more than the cost of the tank and associated installation and plumbing.
